It relates to the total
care of students and involves tending to both the academic and non-academic needs of students
including spiritual, emotional and social wellbeing.

appropriately
e our Child Safety and Protection Policy and Child Safeguarding Codes of Conduct,
including our Student Code of Conduct and other standards of behaviour for students.
e We make information about these topics, as well as other child safety and wellbeing topics,
available to all students through various age-appropriate pastoral care initiatives as well as
communications such as newsletters and the College's intranet. We also incorporate child
safety and wellbeing topics into the College's curriculum.
